Self-employed individuals providing in-home services, including but not limited, to CNA, LPN, RN, caregiver, companion, 
cleaning, handyman, hair styling, estate sales and pet grooming must provide a copy of their license and have a one-time 
background check completed through Accurate Background Check prior to advertising. Please allow 7 working days for 
completion of the background check prior to the deadline. Additionally, the license number, if available, will appear in 
the ad. Businesses providing in-home services (as listed above) with more than one employee must supply a copy of their 
business license, liability insurance (minimum $250,000) and bond.

Payment and ad need to be received by noon on the 12th of the month prior to publication date.Payment and ad need to be received by noon on the 12th of the month prior to publication date. To receive the 6 month 
rate, payment must be received for all 6 months in advance. Should an account become overdue (for 30 days), the ad will be 
pulled and any contract in force will be voided. Acceptable payment methods include check (payable to The World News 
and mailed to address above), or credit card (over the phone).
