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Project Updates

The replacement of the dance floor at
The Town Square at Circle Square Com-
mons has been completed and is ready
for you to come and shake a leg. The
overhead lighting has also been updated
for evening events. The Farmers Mar-
ket has been relocated back to its origi-
nal location at The Town Square every
Thursday, from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m.

The Recreation Center pool is under
construction and we are expecting it to
be completed in late March. This work
will completely renovate this pool and
give it a brand new look with all new
finishes. Keep an eye out for an official
announcement about the pool's reopen-
ing date.

The pools at The Landing, The Lodge
at Candler Hills and Cander Hills Com-
munity Center will also be receiving re-
pairs this year, which will also require
closures. Dates for these closures will
be posted once determined.

The Summit (amenity in Longleaf
Ridge) has started construction with the
sitework. This project is currently being
contracted out and the estimated com-
pletion date is the summer of 2025. This
will include a 5,000 square foot main
pool and an innovative resistance pool
that will be a unique amenity in On Top
of the World. We are excited about this
project and know you will love it.

Design development of the new ame-
nity in the Balfour neighborhood of
Candler Hills has concluded and is pro-
ceeding into working drawings. We have
heard what residents of Candler Hills
have requested and this amenity will be
geared towards indoor fitness activities
and will also include an outdoor pool fo-
cused on aquatics fitness. This amenity
will be for use by Candler Hills residents
only, more details to follow as plans
progress.

The temporary construction gate on
SW 80th Street will soon be replaced
with a permanent gatehouse, plans are
in the conceptional design phase.

The Candler Hills Community Center
will be receiving a makeover in April, af-
ter the Ocala Open. This will include an
update to the entry, card room, kitchen,
and restrooms.

On Tuesday, Jan. 30, Marion County
hosted a community information meet-
ing at West Port High School to discuss
the SW 38th Street and SW 80th Avenue
projects. They provided an update most-
ly focused on the 38th Street project but
did explain that the desire of the county
is to have the improvements on 80th
Avenue and 38th Street completed in
sequence so that the area around West
Port and the northern portions of On
Top of the World would only be impact-
ed once. The county is anticipating a Q4
of 2025 or Q1 of 2026 to begin the heavy
construction activity and anticipate the
corridor will be under construction for
approximately 18 months.

We are acutely aware of precisely
what an inconvenience this will pose
to On Top of the World residents. With
that in mind, we are proactively working
with Marion County to provide an alter-
nate route that will allow for access to
SW 60th Avenue, bypassing the majority
of the project while they are making a
mess. Watch this space for more on this
topic as details develop.

SCAM ALERT: The U.S. Department of
Justice (DOJ) is warning about scam calls
that target the elderly, and that appear
to come from their office. The scam-
mer falsely claims to be from the DO],
and they are, of course, trying to obtain
personal and private information. If the
recipient of the call questions anything,
you are given a phone number to call,
and that number contains the present
DOJ’s voice menu. However, you are
then directed by an operator to a scam-
mer who claims to be an investigator
with the DOJ.

At first, you might think that you are
really in contact with someone from the
DQJ, because it appears to be an actual
DOJ number.

The best way to protect yourself is by
not sharing any information from an
unsolicited phone call, email, or text
message. The scarier a caller tries to
be about a problem he insists you are
facing, the more likely it is just a scam.
Hang up. Don’ t respond.

Q. I recently moved here from anoth-
er eastern U.S. state. I am an 84-year-
old widow and own my home, which I
want to leave to my six children. I have
the homestead exemption and until re-
cently believed that since it’s my home-
stead it is protected from creditors who
might be after me, and so long as I leave
my home to my children, it is still pro-
tected from my creditors. However, my
longtime (eastern state) attorney, but
who also is licensed to practice law here
in Florida, told me that my homestead
rights end upon my passing. So, this is
different than what I' ve been led to be-
lieve about Florida’s homestead pro-
tections, since according to my lawyer,
and I am reminding you that although
he doesn’ t live in Florida, he is licensed
to practice law in this State and he has
many clients in Florida, too. He said the
only way to protect my home is to have it
in a trust. What do you say?

A. 1 say that your longtime attorney
who lives in a state other than Florida,
should stop giving legal advice about
Florida Homestead Laws, because he
clearly does not understand the impor-
tant nuances about it, in our laws and
court cases. I’ 1l only discuss homestead

about one thing; Your homestead rights
do end at your passing. How could they
not since you are not here any longer?
However, your creditor protection rights
still inure to, or pass on to your heirs,
which in this case, you say are your chil-
dren.

Put another way, if there is a judg-
ment against you, and you pass on but
have left your homestead to your six
children, even though your homestead
has ended, your homestead protections
for your homestead are passed on to
those children.

Look, folks, the laws dealing with Flor-
ida homesteads are probably the most
complex of any area within Florida’s le-
gal structure. This is why, for many years
I have warned people that if you reside
in a state, it is best to have an attorney
who not only is licensed to practice law
in that state, but who, himself/herself, is
a fulltime resident of that state.

Q. My 75-year-old father intends to
marry a woman who said she won’t get
married unless he promises to leave her
somethlng ‘substantial in his will,”
she can “make up for lost benefits. > He
reads your column so my question to
you is would you marry someone like
that?

A. T wouldn’t marry her; but then,
I’ m already married, and my wife would
take a rather dim view of me if I did that.

A. Once, after an annual meeting, a
rather elderly lady came up to Sid, and
said, “Why can’t people have children
here?” And Sid, said “If they can have
them, I' 1l let them.”

nerable to the cold. Rather, wait until
mid-April to consider any pruning of
owner added plantings. Central Florida
generally experiences one cold snap
with light frost between March 15 and
Easter so be forewarned.

Lawns and shrubbery will continue
to grow, albeit very slowly, when the
ground temperature warms above 65 de-
grees. That said, watering requirements
are significantly less during the cooler
months.

Conservation Tip

Depending on the type of irrigation
system, shaving two minutes off each ir-
rigation run time yields 18 to 26 gallons
per zone per run cycle, which can save
77 to 112 gallons per month per zone for
once per week watering and 155 to 224
gallons per month per zone for twice per
week watering. Overall, on a monthly
basis you have the potential to reduce
your water consumption from 721 gal-
lons to 2,170 gallons depending on the
time of year and specific run times
on each zone, assuming seven zones.
Monthly water savings for seven zones
may cost in a range of $1.41 to $7.67 for
once-per-week watering and $2.82 to
$15.34 for twice-per-week watering de-
pending on the rate tier. Savings can
add up.

Keeping You and Your Pet Safe

To limit your encounters with wild-
life, coyotes especially, it is important to
keep all pet food in storage containers
inside your home or garage. Safeguard
your garbage and take care as to your
bird feeders to prevent food spillage, at-
tracting prey to your home.

When walking, keep your pets leashed
and do not leave them outdoors alone.
What should you do if approached by
a coyote? Coyotes are not large animals
and rarely pose a threat to people. If a
coyote approaches you, immediately use
a noisemaker, shout, or wave your arms.
You can make a coyote shaker by placing
a few washers, pebbles, or pennies in an
empty drink container.

Please remember as you are walk-
ing about with your pets, pick up after
them. In particular, postal centers are
not doggy restrooms.

Daylight Saving Time

You
must provide the batteries.

You may also want to consider clean-
ing out expired medications at this time.

Tenants may obtain a free monthly gate
pass or purchase a $75 vehicle decal.

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Community Patrol

Rocky Pizzarello ‘

The Community Patrol received two
questions during the month. Thank you
for asking.

Q. Can I ride in the “cop” car?

A.For liability reasons, the only people
allowed in the Community Patrol car are
the volunteers who have applied, been
vetted by the Marion County Sheriff’ s
Office (MCSO) and trained for the Com-
munity Patrol. However, if someone is
caught in the act of misbehaving, we are
in contact with MCSO during our shifts
and can call for a deputy who might give
you a ride in a real cop car! Short an-
swer, apply, get vetted and you can ride
in the Community Patrol car.

Q. How much does the Community
Patrol add to my monthly maintenance
fee?

A. Absolutely nothing! Because we
are MCSO volunteers, the cars, insur-
ance, maintenance, training, gas, etc.
are paid for by MCSO. The drivers are all
residents and give freely of their time.
As an example, during December 2023,
the Community Patrol had 33 volunteers
driving 67 shifts and contributing 137
hours. For the year 2023, there was a to-
tal of 3,665 volunteer hours for the Com-
munity Patrol - almost the equivalent of
two full time employees!

In December 2023, On Top of the
World generously sponsored a volunteer

appreciation luncheon with about 70
people attending, including the Com-
munity Patrol, CERT, and MCSO. Mary
Anne Lynum thanked the groups for
their partnership with On Top of the
World for the common goal of keeping
all of us safe. Sheriff Billy Woods lauded
the groups for all they do on behalf of
MCSO.

During our monthly January meet-
ing, Lieutenant Robbins from MCSO
discussed call statistics from 2023 for
Marion County, the SW Regional Dis-
trict, and On Top of the World. We are
a safe community for several reasons,
including controlled access, awareness
and vigilance of our own neighbors, the
Community Patrol, and the proximity
of MCSO. He also revealed that MCSO
recently hired a motorcycle patrol unit
dedicated to enforcing traffic laws, espe-
cially on SR 200. The deputy also patrols
On Top of the World roads, so drive as if
you don’ t want to personally meet him!
We were reminded that there is no con-
struction allowed on Sundays, so if we or
you see someone at a construction site,
call the MCSO with details of what was
observed.

Dee Collier performed in front of 107
members and guests as Dutch woman,
Corrie ten Boom, who with her fam-
ily hid more than 700 Jews and Jewish
sympathizers during World War II and
helped them escape the Nazis. The per-
formance at the first club meeting of
2024, held at the Arbor Conference Cen-
ter, was timed to coincide with the an-
nual UN Day of Commemoration to re-
member victims of the Holocaust.

Appearing in costume from the grey
wig atop her head and laced-up pumps
on her feet to the black clutch she car-
ried, Ms. Collier - who has performed at
the Jewish Club in the past as other char-
acters - enthralled the crowd.

Ms. ten Boom (1892-1983) lived with
her non-Jewish family in Haarlem,
which today is the capital of the North
Holland province of the Netherlands.
Ms. Collier, as Ms. ten Boom, explained
working with the resistance to acquire
identification papers and the steps she
and her family went through to build and
secure a hidden room at their home. She
was captured after the Nazis found the
identification papers and imprisoned.

Any Jeopardy fans out there? A short
time back in final Jeopardy the query

was, “Of the two closest state capitals, at
about 40 miles apart, one was founded
by someone no longer allowed in the
other.” One of the contestants that night
was from Rhode Island, so for him it
was an easy question to pose, “What are
Providence and Boston?

The person who was banned from
Massachusetts was Roger Williams.
Williams was born in England circa
1603. He was ordained in the Church
of England, but while attending Cam-
bridge became a Puritan. He arrived in
Massachusetts in 1631 and asserted his
Separatist beliefs — specifically that in-
dividuals should be able to follow their
own religious convictions. Williams
also questioned the King’s charters as
to the acquisition of Native American
land without a legitimate purchase. In
1635 the General Court in Massachu-
setts convicted Williams of sedition and
heresy and ordered that he be banished.
Williams headed south with his follow-
ers and established a settlement they
called Providence Plantations. It is said
that Providence Plantations was the first
place where citizenship and religion
were separate, with religious liberty and
separation of church and state.

Through Williams efforts, the Royal
Charter of 1663 granted by King Charles
I of England to the Colony of Rhode Is-
land and Providence Plantations stated
that Rhode Island would, “... hold forth
a lively experiment, that a most flour-
ishing civil state may stand and best be
maintained, and that among our English
subjects, with a full liberty in religious
concernments; ... That our royal will
and pleasure is, that no person within
the said colony, at any time hereafter,
shall be anyway molested, punished,
disquieted, or called in question, for any
differences in opinion in matters of re-
ligion, and does not actually disturb the
civil peace of our said colony; but that all
and every person and persons may, from
time to time, and at all times hereafter,
freely and fully have and enjoy his and
their own judgments and consciences,
in matters of religious concernments ..

As a result of freedom of rehg1on
Rhode Island has the first First Baptist
Church as founded by Roger Williams in
1638, The Great Friends Meeting House
constructed in 1699 considered the old-
est surviving house of worship for Quak-
ers, and Touro Synagogue, the oldest
synagogue in the United States, com-
pleted in 1763, having what is believed
to be the second oldest Jewish congrega-
tion.

Many feel that Williams’ position on
freedom of religion and separation of
church and state were influential in the
founders writing of the First Amend-
ment to the Constitution.

Binoculars are probably the most im-
portant piece of equipment used by bird-
ers. If you are new to birding, you might
be wondering what type of binoculars
are best for bird watching. The Audubon
Guide to Binoculars (found at Audubon.
org) is a good reference guide for anyone
wanting information about binoculars
in all price ranges. Many birders prefer
an 8x42 optic size because it provides a
wide field of view and a bright image so
it’ s easier to spot birds and follow them
in flight. Our next group outing to Sweet-
water Wetlands in Gainesville, Florida,
on Thursday, March 28, would provide a
wonderful opportunity to try out some
old or new binoculars.

that pet owners have about pet nutrition
requirements.

One common question concerns
canned food versus dry. Both must ad-
here to governmental standards for vi-
tamins and nutrition. Canned food has
more water and fat than dry and is more
expensive, but may be needed for picky
eaters, older animals with fewer teeth,
or for those with certain health prob-
lems, such as kidney disease. Dry foods
might help with the tartar build up on
teeth and are better for controlling calo-
ries in over-weight animals. Personally,
to be on the safe side, I give my dog both.

Next, there is the question of “pre-
mium” brands. There are no standards,
just what the manufacturer wants to
claim. Many have no grains or added
vegetables, but they come with no guar-

antee or proof that they are healthier
than non-premium versions. Most claim

“no by-products” but organ meats are
by-products, and they often have more
nutrients than muscle meats. Also, hair,
hooves hide, horns, and intestinal con-
tents are already banned by the Associa-
tion of American Feed Control Officials,
so that’s not a consideration. My main
caveat is to always buy products made in
America, not China.

This information comes from the
Tufts School of Veterinary Medicine.
They have a blog where you can get in-
formation on the best diet for your pet.
Check out vetnutrition.tufts.edu/pet-
foodology.

Remember, “Pets are not our whole
lives, but they make our lives whole.”

But we, and millions of others,
may eventually be a target when our
personal and health data is obtained
through these corporate breaches and
sold on the dark web.

Staying safe includes not going to
websites that don’ t have https (s for se-
cure) in the link. When clicking a link
that starts with www only, double-check
that the real URL reads https:/www -
otherwise don’ t go there. By not clicking
on links in emails from unfamiliar send-
ers, you won’ t go to their fake websites
where they steal your data. When in
doubt, go to your browser and type the
real website link. Even free public Wi-Fi

What'’s Cookin’?

Anyone who was born and bred in the
South most likely cut their eye teeth on
this dish. For those of us whose culinary
repertoire did not include the delicious
combination of spices, ingredients, and
method of preparation of this lovely
chicken dish, you are in for a treat. Serve
it over white rice with an accompanying
green salad and you will have some kind
of feast.

TIP: Make a day ahead for even more
developed flavor.

Country Captain Chicken
2 bone-in, skin on chicken thighs
/4 cup all-purpose flour
/2 teaspoon paprika
/4 teaspoon cayenne pepper
2 teaspoon kosher salt, divided
1/4 cup butter, divided
2 tablespoons vegetable il
1/2 cup chopped flat leaf parsley
2 cups chopped onion
3 cups chopped bell pepper
2 garlic cloves, minced
1-1/2 teaspoons curry powder
1 teaspoon black pepper
1/2 teaspoon ground nutmeg
2 (14.502) cans chopped tomatoes, undrained
1/2 cup raisins
Toasted slivered almonds for garnish

Combine flour, paprika, cayenne and one teaspoon
of salt in a large Ziploc bag. Place chicken thighs, a
few at a time, in the bag, and shake to coat. Discard
bag when all thighs are coated.

Heat oil and half of the butter in a heavy pan. Add
chicken thighs, a few at a time, and brown on both
sides. Remove to plate.

Add onion, parsley, peppers, garlic, curry powder,
black pepper, nutmeg and remaining butter and one
teaspoon salt to reserved drippings in the pan. Cook
over medium heat, stirring often, until onion is tender.
Stir in tomatoes and raisins.

Bring the mixture to a boil, reduce heat to medium
and return chicken to pan. Cover and simmer 15 min-
utes, or until chicken is cooked. Garnish with parsley
and slivered almonds.

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Eco Gardeners

Phil Karcheski

February was a finicky month for the
Eco Gardeners. The weather was unpre-
dictable, many gardeners covered their
heat loving plants when a frost was pre-
dicted but did not occur. Later in the
month, an unexpected cold night dam-
aged many beans and tomato plants.

Gardeners usually rely on the plant
hardiness maps to manage crop plant-
ings. These maps are separated into 13
zones ranked from coldest to hottest,
based on average warm and cold tem-
peratures to help gardeners make deci-
sions regarding planting in those zones.

Last year, record heat of 100-degree
days and 90-degree nights, the hottest
month ever, killed peach crops in Ari-
zona. Some plants require “chill hours”
of 100 to 800 per season to produce a
crop. Extreme swing from winter almost
straight into summer took its toll on the
orchards. The Arizona peach orchard
went from a 9B to a 10A zone based on
fluctuation and changes in local weather
last year. We being in 9B may also have
to reconsider our planting schedules as
well.

In February gardeners were starting
plants to put them in after the possible
last frost that may occur in late March.

Planting recommendations from UF/
IFAS for March are first easily trans-
planting of arugula, Chinese cabbage,
ginger, kohlrabi, peppers, Swiss chard,
and tropical spinach. These are followed
by careful transplanting of celery, long
squash, peas, spinach, and sweet pota-
toes. Finally planting from seed: beans

(bush, lima) cantelope, carrots, corn,
cucumbers, okra, onions (bunching),
southern peas, radish, squashes, and
watermelon.

The topic of “no till” gardening is be-
coming popular as a labor and money
saving option for weed suppression in
gardens. Tilling a garden brings weed
seeds to the surface to sprout and grow,
is detrimental to the earthworms, mi-
croorganisms, and helpful bacteria that
work together to bring life to the dirt you
grow in. Earthworms and other ground
dwellers work through soil, creating
channels for air, water, and nutrients to
easily pass through.

Better options for weed control in-
clude mulching. Using mulch in your
garden will stop weeds and help plants,
the decomposing mulch adds texture
and nutrients to the soil and will sup-
press weed germination and reduce the
time it takes you to weed.

Another is weed barrier material, as
the fabric suppresses the weeds. Low
flow sprinklers or drip irrigation are
very effective, as spot watering deprives
the weeds of water.

Finally planting a cover crop during
the off season mitigates weed growth.
Before next crop planting you simply
cut the cover crop down and plant your
next crops right through to the soil be-
low. These methods conserve water and
improve the soil. Working with nature is
easier and better for our environment.
Be kind to your garden and it will reward
you in return.

Congratulations to the R/C Car Club
2024 board: John Schoenherr, presi-
dent; Terry Altman, vice president; Fred
Penichet, secretary; Linda Piscitelli,
treasurer; Dave Johnson, race director;
Mike Main, track manager; and Harry
McKinley, safety officer. Running the
R/C Car Club requires a lot of volunteers
and hours of work. But the board is only
one part of the whole team. To manage
the racetrack, run the races and keep
the club going requires many more vol-
unteers.

The R/C Car Club conducts two orga-
nized races each week, Wednesday, and
Saturday. Winter race times start at 1
p-m. Summer races start at 9 a.m. Pre-
paring for race day begins the day before
each race when the track maintenance
team inspects the track for any hazards
and fixes what is broken. The club owns
several pieces of equipment that need
periodic maintenance and repairs so
that they are ready to run on race day.

Several hours before the start of the
race this same team is at the track mak-
ing any last-minute repairs and prepar-
ing the track for racing. This includes
blowing debris off the track, setting up
the marshal stations, hooking up the
track gate that is connected to the com-
puter system and testing everything.

Several volunteers serve as admin-
istrators for the races, preparing the
sign-up sheets, posting race times, post-
ing race results, and keeping the drivers
informed of when their race will start.
At the end of the races the results are
printed and then uploaded to the club
Facebook page.

During the race several members
will take turns calling the races over the
speaker system and letting the drivers
know how the race is progressing and
warning when there is a hazard on the
track.

Each race requires three marshals in
the field to monitor the race and to re-
turn crashed cars to the track. A starting
team is also required at the start line to
line up the cars, give the drivers notice
that the race will begin and then com-
municating to the announcer/computer
operator that drivers are ready.

And, of course, at the end of the day
all the equipment needs to be put back
into storage and the premises cleaned
up.

As for traditional tennis, we are all
doing better with the new committee
which is organizing new activities and
promotmg tennis in different ways.
Don’t forget that starting March 3, the
University of Florida men’s tennis team
is having a series of meets with other
big schools.

Just to stress the importance of the re-
ceiver’s job in doubles, I would like to
give you this tip.

Be Consistent

If you don’t return serve, there is no
service break, and if you don’t break
serve, you don’ t win matches. Return-
ing serve successfully requires concen-
tration, thoughtful planning, and care-
ful executlon

Heroes need not apply: Be consis-
tent, not flashy, and remember to
hit shots in consideration of your
partner’s duties. Never become
too predictable, sprinkle in a fair
number of offensive lobs, a few
balls at the net person and an oc-
casional passing shot down the
middle.

Stick to the shot that allows your
partner to enter the point: The
low, wide crosscourt that lands

no deeper than the service line. A
deep service return in doubles is
a poor choice if the server rush-
es the net because a deep ball is
higher and easier to volley, in this
situation you should hit the re-
turn at his feet. A low wide return
is more difficult for the baseline
hugger to reach.

Plan the return in advance: Re-
alizing that if the serve is good
enough to create an emergency,
you cannot execute your planned
return because of the speed, spin
or placement of the serve, a de-
fensive lob is the appropriate re-
sponse. Players whose strength is
their return of serve, always know
they are having an emergency and
do not foolishly stick to the plan

that is no longer an option. They
never allow themselves to get too
ambitious for the situation. If they
can get their racquets on a ball,
they put that ball in play using the
defensive lob whenever neces-
sary.

Don’t be a “watcher” or a “won-
derer”: Don’t stand around ad-
miring your return. Follow it to
the net, bearing in mind that even
if the serve pulls you wide, if the
server hits the next shot down the
middle, it is your ball. Dirty looks
at your partner are not permitted.
He will enter the point when pos-
sible. but remember, he will not
intercept low balls angling away
from him.

This change in the game was fol-
lowed by E.C. Goode who, in 1901, in-
vented the modern version of the table
tennis paddle. He fixed a sheet of pim-
pled, or stippled, rubber to the wooden
blade. Since then, rubber is used on all
table tennis paddles, although many use
smooth rubber rather than the stippled
kind.

In the 1950s, a rubber sheet was com-
bined with an underlying sponge layer
applied to the paddles. This combina-

tion changed the game dramatically.
This new combination introduced great-
er spin and speed to the game. These
new paddles were introduced by sports
goods manufacturer SW. Hancock Ltd.
Beginning in the mid-1980s, the use of
speed glue increased the spin and speed
even further, resulting in changes to the
equipment to “slow the game down.”
Table tennis has grown in popularity
since 1901 to the extent that tournaments
were being organized, books were being
written on the subject, and an unofficial
world championship was held initially
in 1902. In those early days, the scoring
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system for table tennis was the same as
what was used in lawn tennis!

Scoring has come a long way since
then, and we now play to 11, with a
two-point edge over the opponent. A
tied score of 10-10, is deuce, and serves
change to one per side. Advantage is the
score of one over 10. If the other side
wins the next point, the score goes back
to deuce. And the game continues back
and forth until one side wins by two
points over their opponent.

Human beings will spend approxi-
mately one third of their lives sleeping.
Simply put, sleep is a cyclical process
that allows the body and brain to rest.
The concept seems straightforward, get
comfortable, close your eyes, and drift
off into a peaceful slumber.

However, simple as that sounds, sleep
is a very complex process. Addition-
ally, many people find that age related
changes including retirement (less fixed
schedule), medications and stress create
barriers to quality sleep.

Fortunately, with advances in medical
science, and a better understanding of
sleep’ s complex process, there is more
support to help you get your zzzzs. With
the right balance of sleep quantity and
quality, you can dramatically enhance
your health and wellbeing. Here are
some recommendations from the ex-
perts to help support both sleep quantity
and quahty

Keep the bedroom cool, dark, and
quiet. Your internal clock takes
cues from the environment such
as temperature and light expo-
sure. As you begin to fall asleep,
your boc%/ s temperature drops.
Therefore a cooler room signals
your brain that it is time to sleep.
The darkness will assist your brain
in producing the sleep-inducing
hormone melatonin.

2. Restrict caffeine and naps late in

the day. If you absolutely need a
nap, try to take it prior to 2 p.m.
and keep it to 30 minutes or less.
Naps decrease the body’s “sleep
drive” and makes it harder to fall
asleep and stay asleep. Sleep drive
stems from your internal clock,
influenced by light and dark envi-
ronmental cues. These are part of
the circadian rhythm: the physi-
cal, mental, and behavioral forces
we undergo in a 24-hour period.

3. Get regular physical activity. Ex-

ercise not only helps to mitigate
stress, but it also increases your

sleep drive.” It can help you fall
asleep faster and stay asleep lon-
ger. However, exercising within
three hours of your bedtime can
have the reverse effect. Activ-
ity cues your body to stay awake
and may interfere with sleep.

Amidst the tranquil waters of Tus-
cawilla Park’s race course, a new con-
tender emerged, turning heads and
setting hearts racing with excitement.
It wasn’t just any vessel, but the sleek
and formidable International One Me-
ter (IOM) sailboat. With 30% more sail
area and a comparable displacement,
it promised an exhilarating ride for any
sailor daring enough to take it on.

The genesis of this newfound pas-
sion for the IOM came from an unlikely
duo: Nub and Don Wright. Nub leaped
by purchasing the first boat kit, while
Don, a retired design engineer with a
penchant for innovation, took on the
assembly task. Little did they know this
endeavor would lead to a revolutionary
breakthrough in model sailboats.

Utilizing his expertise and a trio of
professional 3D printers, Don set out
not just to replicate Nub’s IOM but also
to enhance its design. With meticulous
attention to detail and precision, Don
crafted three hulls and an array of ac-
companying parts, from rudders to mast
fittings.

The speed and agility of this newl
minted IOMs on the Tuscawilla Par
race course is breathtaking. It effortless-
ly outpaced the reigning champions of

awe.

As word of the IOM’s dominance
spread, anticipation grew among the lo-
cal sailing community. With the poten-
tial for a second start looming, the pros-
pect of a dedicated fleet of IOMs became
more compelling by the day.

Of course, challenges arose, as they
often do in sailing. The onset of early
spring brought gusty winds that tested
the limits of all model boats, pushing
them to their maximum capabilities.
Rain showers threatened to dampen
spirits, but resourceful sailors soon
found simple solutions, like using plas-
tic grocery bags to shield their transmit-
ters and donning rain jackets to brave
the elements.

Despite the obstacles, enthusiasm for
the IOMs only continued to soar, fueling
dreams of exhilarating races and thrill-
ing victories on the horizon. With each
passing day, the allure of the open water
beckoned, calling forth a new genera-
tion of sailors eager to chart their course
aboard these magmﬁcent vessels.

Even though our “new girl in town”
is turning heads, it is expensive, so the
DF95is the one we recommend for a new
sailor. In addition, someone can find the
popular Soling.

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Pilot speak, Semaphore, Morse Code,
the military alphabet, and radio protocol
have one thing in common: consistency.
Signal flags have certain meanings, dot-
dot-dot is always S, bravo is always B and

“over” means your turn to transmit.

The present-day fluidness in mean-
ings does not work in arenas where pre-
cise meanings are important. This cer-
tainly holds true in aviation. I asked a
good friend, and retired Navy P3 Orion
pilot, Doug Juhl about his thoughts on
this topic. He responded: “The aviation
community has always used a small vo-
cabulary with words that have specific
meanings. In the early days communi-
cation via radios that didn’t work very
well, limited by range, weather, and gen-
erally low fidelity, required communica-
tion using brevity and a set of common
words.”

Many R/C pilots have none of this type
of training to draw on when we start out
in this hobby. Additionally, an R/C pilot
has no other means of communication
than our ability to speak and hear. At the
flying field, we can only listen for other
pilot’s verbal intentions and announce
intentions in a loud manner audible at
eight all pilot stations. This might be in-
creasingly important when visiting an-
other flying field. Once an R/C pilot takes
a flying station, he essentially closes his

“canopy” and becomes a pilot in com-
mand, responsible for the airplane and
safety of those watching. His/her voice
is the only means of communication
between other pilots. Consistent terms,
announced from the flight line, help to
ensure the safety and understanding be-
tween the pilots.

If we listen to ourselves, there are
phrases that can have several meanings
such as “coming out” or “going up,
especially when voiced as a question.
Ask what do these phrases convey: Ex-
iting the outhouse, asking a question,
ready on a start-up table or on a taxiway/
apron, getting on the runway? We typi-
cally understand the intension, but the
words and equally short phrases listed
below are pretty much as universal as
dot-dot-dot or Bravo, whereas “com-
ing out,” “going up,” or saying nothing,
leaves room for wonder. Try the follow-
ing and remember to wait for a response
from the pilots in the air:

Taxi out: Pilot wishes to taxi onto
the runway.

Taking off: Pilot is taking off.

Full stop: Pilot will conclude flight
following the landing.

Low pass: Pilot wishes to pass the
pilot stations over the runway at
low altitude.

Landing: Pilot wishes to land and
is entering the pattern.

Taxi back: After landing or an
aborted take-off, pilot announces
taxiing on runway or back to an
apron.

Dead stick: Pilot declares emer-
gency loss of power and has prior-
ity to land.

Clear: Pilot announces the air-
plane has left the runway and is
behind the safety fence.

Tip of the Month: Most of us would
like to improve our game, but don’t re-
ally have the time or patience to do drills
or careful practice. But what if I told you
that you could improve your game by at
least 10% instantly, with no practice at
all! T know, sounds too good to be true,
but you do have to do one thing: read
this tip carefully, remember it the next
time you’ re playing, and then actually
do it! Okay, make that three things.

The simple little tip is to just take
more time aiming. It’ s not a race. You’ re
not on a shot clock. Lining up until you
feel “it’s about there” is just not good
enough! You need to dial it in, and fine

Longer strokes should not be done
until you are perfectly aligned, and it
“feels” perfect.

If you do them
before you’'re perfectly aligned, all
you’ re doing is practicing sending the
cue ball to the wrong place!

This is a super simple tip, but it takes

mental focus. If professionals generally
take six to 10 seconds aiming, why are
you shooting in three or four seconds?!
Are you better than them? Even profes-
sionals can’ t shoot accurately as fast as
most all players shoot in our room.

Also, ironically many amateur players
shoot even faster on harder shots! It’ s a
bit of fear, coupled with, “I’ m not going
to make it anyway.” Don’t do that, fight
harder, try harder, aim longer;, “will to
win” and all that.

So, do you want to improve your game
by 10% almost instantly? Believe me that
you can. Just take your time, and you’ll
be pleasantly surprised by how many
more times you hear the words, “Nice
shot!”

The Art of Art
Abandonment

The History of Shipping

Perishables

By Jim Lynam

In the history of railroading, one of
the biggest conundrums was trying to
ship perishable goods via rail over long
distances without spoilage. The first so-
lution was perfect: only ship during the
winter months!

The first companies to demand a bet-
ter solution were the meat-packing in-
dustries. Chicago was the center for live-
stock processing, but the main market
was over 1,700 miles to the east. In 1878,
Swift and Company hired Andrew Chase
to design a ventilated railroad car that
was well insulated, and positioned huge
chunks of ice in a compartment at the
top of the car, allowing the chilled air to
flow naturally downward. The ice was
gathered from Lake Michigan during the
winter and stored in warehouses until
needed. The meat was packed tightly at
the bottom of the car to keep the center
of gravity low and to prevent the cargo
from shifting.

Chase’s design proved to be a prac-
tical solution, providing temperature-
controlled carriage of dressed meats.
This refrigerated car became known as
a “reefer.” This allowed Swift and Com-
pany to ship their products across the
United States.

The fresh fruit and produce industr
also required refrigeration of their proclSi
ucts.

In 1875, Samuel Rumph, a Georgia
peach grower, invented a refrigerated
railcar and crates that allowed him to
grow peaches on a very large scale and
ship them to distant markets. His in-
novations created Georgia’s fame for
peaches.

California’s fruit and produce indus-
tries also required reliable transporta-
tion to ship their products to eastern
markets. By the turn of the 20th century,
manufactured ice became more com-
mon. The Pacific Fruit Express with
a fleet of 6,600 refrigerator cars was
formed and operated 18 artificial ice
production plants to supply the required
ice. The Pacific Fruit Express was able to
ship over one million tons of fresh fruits
and vegetables on an annual basis.

In 1920 on the east coast, the Fruit
Growers Express Company was estab-
lished and was owned by a consortium
of eastern railroads to serve the whole-
sale market for refrigerated produce de-

livered by railcar. In addition to operat-
ing and servicing refrigerated railcars,
the company became a major manufac-
turer of insulated boxcars and mechani-
cal refrigerated cars. In the latter half of
the 20th century the ice-based system
was replaced by mechanical refrigera-
tion and chemical systems using nitro-
gen and “dry-ice.”

In today’ s world the old “reefer” has
disappeared, but in our world in the
train room, the “reefers” are busy haul-
ing perishable goods every day!

Very small pieces, like a painted stone or
glass, might be left without an attached
greeting.

Art pieces are left just about any-
where - a park bench, a walking patﬁ,
dog park, restaurant, or left behind
when checking out of a hotel room — all
at the whimsy of the abandoning artist.

“Why do we do it?” Elizabeth Cope-
land said that it’s all simple, really. “I
do it and I believe my fellow artists do
it because we feel it will bring a smile
to someone who unexpectedly finds it.
Maybe it’s a cloudy day, or maybe the
finder could just use a little boost. It is
rewarding just picturing the finder’ s re-
action,” said Elizabeth.

Elizabeth’s interest in the arts start-
ed when she was just a kid growing up
in Texas. With her small Brownie cam-
era, she loved taking pictures of people.
“Whether they wanted their picture
taken or not.” But later on, a college in-
structor found her photographs to be ex-
ceptional and encouraged her to take it
seriously — she did, and quickly found
herself spending hours in her darkroom
developing and editing photos.

Elizabeth started her ribbon-win-
ning ways at the Texas State Fair. For
more than 50 years she had been enter-
ing photo contests, and was regularly
awarded ribbon honors for first place
through honorable mention.

All the while, Elizabeth was a practic-
ing nurse in obstetrics and gynecology
and then hospice.

In 2012, Elizabeth Copeland and her
husband Bud, retired to Sun City in
Georgetown, Texas. With the advent of
digital photography and the emphasis
on art in Sun City, Elizabeth’s attention
turned to her second -now her first love,
acrylic painting, concentrating on ab-
stract and landscape subjects.

Then somewhere along the way, she
discovered that artists would often share
their work anonymously. The art of Art
Abandonment caught her interest, and,
as they say, the rest is history.

For the rest of us - keep an eye out.

When I was 10 years old, I bought a
paperback book at school entltled ‘The
1,000 Year Plan” by Isaac Asimov.
